Purpose of Scouting for Food:  

· Scouting for Food is an annual food drive organized by the Boy Scouts to help to meet the needs of hungry people, and exposes Scouts to the highest ideals of the Scouting movement through practical experience. 
· Scouting for Food is a two county-wide community service project, with the objective of providing a vital benefit to the community.

· Beginning in 1988, the Scouting for Food campaign has raised more than 60 million food items worldwide to help in alleviating hunger. 

· Scouting for Food is an example of BSA’s longstanding commitment to community service, with the goal of demonstrating the strength and value of Scouting by helping those in need within the Inland Empire this holiday season.
Facts:

· This year’s goal for the California Inland Empire Council is to exceed last year’s donations and collect 100K pounds of food.

· The annual food drive begins with promotions in October, and donations collected within the various Riverside county and San Bernardino county communities served by the California Inland Empire Council BSA 10 districts during the month of November. 

· Scouts collect the donations door-to-door and bring the food items to various collection sites and food banks within their communities for local distribution to those in need.
